Phonics Information Evening  Thank you to those of you who came to the phonics evening on Tuesday evening. It is a shame more people couldn't attend given the great deal of interest there was when it was first proposed. However I understand it is difficult to get back to school on an evening due to child care issues and work commitments. The most crucial piece of information from the evening that I feel it is important for everyone to know is that children can often begin to pronounce the sounds wrong when they are sounding out at home adding an 'uh' sound on to the end of continuous sounds such as 'sssss' or 'mmmmm' pronouncing them as 'suh' and 'muh'. This will significantly and adversely affect their ability to effectively blend phonemes to read them. We must encourage children to use the correct articulation of the sound and refer to the letters as their names in the alphabet. We would appreciate your support with this at home to avoid the children acquiring bad habits! Many thanks. Miss Davis
